· Highlights: 

· Randy Scheer (Lucent) presented the 3GPP2 liaison on XSD sub-classing followed by extensive clarification discussions 

· participant agreed w/ the proposed XSD sub-classing requirements & rules for NRM IRP sub-classing; based on Ericsson proposal, participant agreed w/ an additional requirement that Standardized (3GPP) classes cannot be re-parented 

· it has been agreed also that attribute types cannot be changed via subclassing. 
· Possible solutions for XSD's allowing sub-classing are: Substitution Groups and/or Extension Mechanism ("derived by type"); no objection to use of Substitution Groups for sub-classing of NRM IRP IOC's, nevertheless no final conclusion yet - Randy & other other participants will investigate further 

· Editorial aspects: agreed to use the 32.150 CORBA Guidelines as template for the XSD Guidelines on Sub-classing and others; also agreed to "mark" guidelines/requirements that are relevant also for IS level definitions (and leave it then to SA5 to edit and structure the IS-level guidelines/requirements/definitions for Sub-classing) 

· Next Steps: suggested to discuss current results in 3GPP2 & 3GPP (Methodology WT, Sub-classing WT); agreed to next conference call on this topic, scheduled for Tuesday, May 16th, 2006, 14.00-1600 UTC/GMT
