Access network charging identifier
The access network charging identifier is the media flow level data shared among the IMS network elements for one side of the session (either the originating or terminating side). This information is used to correlate the access network charging data with the IMS charging data. The access network is identified by bearer specific correlation identifier, e.g. for Packet Switched Access (GGSN address and PDP context identifier) or Fixed Broadband Access (Multimedia Network identifier). The access network charging identifier is populated in the P-Charging-Vector using the access-network-charging-info parameter. For further information regarding the composition and usage of the access-network-charging-info parameter refer to TS 24.229[204] and RFC 3455 [406].
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
