Future meetings
The next SA5 SWG-B meeting is scheduled from 30th October –3rd Novermber 2006 in Fairfax, US co-located with CT WGs. There will be 12 quarters available for SWG-B work plus 3 quarters for plenary preparation / SWG-B work as needed.  The group discussed the opportunity of co-location with CT WGs to reserve a few quarters for joint sessions with CT WGs. A number of outstanding issues could be discussed during these joint sessions: "Alternate party charging impacts on SIP flow" (CT1), Voice Call Continuity (CT1), "IMS forking" and "Early media" impacts on IMS charging, SCUDIF and Local Service Change (CT3).
Details on the arrangement of joint sessions and allocation of meeting quarters to agenda items will be proposed by the SWG-B chair by email after the meeting and finalized in S5-061315 (agenda/timeline) in due time, based on the agenda items and available contributions.
