Rationale

At SA5#48 there was very late contribution S5-060722 which questioned the presently worked out solution.
This contribution answers the points raised in that contribution and proposes a way forward.

Discussion of the topics in S5-060722

Topic: 
Suspending important notifications?

It is the operator’s decision how to use the function or not. There definitely are operators who think the function can be useful

Topic: 
Relation to alarms independent from the reason of suspension?

A alarmList synchronization after the end of the partial suspension is an easy way out.

Topic: 
Relation to Delta Synchronization which might use notification log?

This is a pure (but solvable) implementation issue.

Topic: 
Relation to Logging/Measurements jobs/Tests/CM status?

There is no difference compared to the relation of filtering to these items. Consequently, there are no new aspects here.

Topic: 
Multi-Manager 

There is no “Super Manager” and IRPManagers don’t have to know each bother, but of course the OAM activities of a network operator are co-ordinated. Even today a NE can be “locked” locally by maintenance personnel and the operators know how to deal with it. Partial suspension is only raising this possibility to another level.
Topic: 
Alternative Filtering?

The proposed method is far simpler than to adjust a lot of filter subscriptions in those multi managers with complex storing/re-activation of the former subscriptions and many possible error scenarios (Imagine that there even might be several suspension on individual NE level active at the same moment in time). This was stated clearly from the beginning of the work on this WT.
Using filter to mimic partial suspension will very likely end in a not-administrable mess.

Topic: 
Function covered by advanced alarming?

Partial suspension is for all kinds of notifications not only alarm notification. So advanced alarming does not cover the same area.

Detailed proposal

We propose the following way forward:

Splitting the functionality into two optional interfaces. 
The first interface contains the operations which are currently defined, but with some simplifications to reduce the complexity, e.g. by removing optional parameters. The currently defined notifications are removed. 
The second interface contains a new operation for the IRPManager to trigger the IRPAgent to send a notification about the intended actions of the IRPManager to all other IRPManagers. This notification is also part of this second interface – and can be used by the other IRPManagers to prepare for the effects of the intended actions.

Having these two interfaces would leave the network operator the choice how to handle the use case scenarios of partial suspension.

Additionally it is proposed to generally exempt security alarm and communication surveillance notifications from suspensions.
In the intent to keep the work progressing, the new versions (1.0.2) of the requirement, the Information Service and the CORBA solution set for partial suspension were produced based on this proposal. 

In the Requirements document (S5-060997) all changes related to this proposal are change marked against a clean version of 1.0.1 (was S5-060584).

In the IS document (S5-060998) all changes related to this proposal are change marked against a clean version of 1.0.1 (was S5-060584) where all changes were accepted except the removal of parameter managerReference in operation removePartialSuspension (this mirrors the agreements of the last meeting).

The new version of the CORBA solution set V0.0.3 (S5-060999) does not carry change marks in order to keep the document readable.
