Rationale

· CORBA Version 3.0 was already approved by OMG on 2002, and there are already products compliant to CORBA3.0.
· 3GPP, as one of main users of CORBA Technologies, should enable and encourage the usage of latest CORBA technology.
· “eventtype” is a new keyword introduced in CORBA Version 3.0, which  collided with current one type definition in PMIRPConstDefs.IDL. This collision causes compilation error when using IDL compiler compliant to CORBA version 3.0
· The correction in the proposal is based on the lexical convention defined in OMG/CORBA Specification 3.0, Chapter 3.2.3.1 Escaped Identifiers
