	Off-line talks before the session revealed that the current proposed content of the specification set is too complex and too similar to the existing mechanism of notification subscription. Therefore the documents were not discussed in detail. Instead it was tried to find an agreed working assumption about partial suspension. Fortunately, this effort was successful. Here is the outline of the agreement:
One IRPManager suspends also for all other IRPManagers, but a notification is necessary to inform the other IRPManagers. This notification is sent before suspension becomes active.

It’s the IRP agent’s decision whether or not the suspended notifications are logged, whether or not they go into the alarmList. Consequence of the agent’s decision should be described in the IS.
All notifications are suspended, also heartbeat and alarm notifications (if in the scope of the request).
Input parameter scope is optional, i.e. if not present, then all Itf-N notifications are, no matter from which MOI they are issued. (Ericsson asked for time to consider this one item). Scope needs to be chosen in a way, that not only parts of the notifications of one NE are suspended (e.g. by only suspending vendor specific instances relates to one cell)
Measurements are not suspended. Delta synchronization is also not affected by the suspension (it can be used after the suspension for re-synch).
