	New Information Objects for network performance measurement in TS32.322
Ericsson: why should we define something for IP network in Test IRP?

CMCC: The enhanced Test IRP is used for performance measurement of services. It is bearer-independent. 
Ericsson: Is the loopback test category mandatory?

CMCC: no, it is optional.

Ericsson: Why not use the currently defined VSE mechanism to extend the 3GPP defined test objects to do loop-back or connection test?

CMCC: In 32.322, it is defined only the test categories not defined in ITU-T X.737 use VSE objects. The loopback and connection test category are in the scope of  X.737. 
Ericsson: the new test capacity should be in the scope of fault management, not the performance measurement.  

CMCC: the new test capacity is in the scope of both fault and performance management. 
Siemens: The principle of network performance measurement mechanism and extended Test IRP is acceptable. The more detail scenario and mapping information should be provided. 
CMCC: they will be provided next meeting.
