As agreed with the TISPAN WG8 Chairman, we concentrated in this first call on the basic objectives and goals of 3GPP SA5/ ETSI TISPAN WG8 collaboration.

IMS modelling 
SA5 recently split the Core Network NRM to create a specific IMS NRM specification set. This split was agreed by SA5 at last meeting in Fairfax and will be submitted to 3GPP TSG SA#34 December 4-7. Some other SA5 interface IRP specifications have been updated to have a correct link to the new IMS NRM specifications. Some minor corrections were also done at this occasion. 3GPP SA5 believes this a good platform for TISPAN WG8 to add new functionalities. The ongoing work by 3GPP/3GPP2 on IMS modelling harmonization was also mentioned. General principles and working methods were agreed in November 2006 at SA5#50 in Fairfax. A follow-up conference call is planned in January 2007. 
TISPAN WG8 is currently working on the NGN NRM, which includes an IMS part. The requirements are now approved. Work is currently done on the IS by considering all the manageable aspects of the NGN entities. TISPAN WG8 should be able to provide CRs to 3GPP SA5 around spring 2007. A more concrete view of the SA5/ TISPAN WG8 harmonization requirements is expected after TISPAN WG8 December and January meetings. 
It was also mentioned that: 
- An agnostic/harmonized way to model entities in TISPAN NRM is aimed at and this might imply potential changes in 3GPP SA5
- NGN core network should be able to handle several access networks, wireline and wireless, and that a global solution should be targeted
- A more detailed work might be needed in 3GPP SA5 to refine IMS model but this is in fact depending on companies' contributions
- 3GPP Rel-7 will be closed in March 2007, which means that no functional addition/modification are allowed after this date
- There is only one SA5 meeting before March 2007, SA5#51 January 22-26 in Sevilla, Spain, to handle any potential TISPAN WG8 inputs
Subscription management 
SA5 recently approved the new SOAP Solution Sets accompanied by a CR to include SOAP technology in TS 32.101 "3G Telecom Management Principles and Architecture". Those documents will be sent to 3GPP TSG SA#34 for approval December 4-7 2006. Then a full solution will be available in Rel-7 for SuM based on the Rel-6 NRM, that will automatically be upgraded to Rel-7; and the interface IRPs for which SOAP solution sets were developed (Basic CM IRP, Kernel CM IRP, Generic IRP, Notification IRP; it was highlighted that Bulk CM IRP is not included currently) will be part of this solution. It was explained that SOAP Solution Sets are the preferred solution for SuM and that IMS NRM may still be handled via CORBA or CMIP Interface IRP Solution Sets. 
TISPAN WG8 is preparing 3 documents for SuM: 
- The Requirements document will be finalized at the December or the January meeting. 
- The Data Information model document is currently being discussed. 
- The Functional Architecture document will start at next meeting (a more expressive title may be identified shortly for this specific document). 
The schedule for TISPAN Release 2 SuM work was described: requirements approved at the end of January 2007, stage 2 specs planned in May, stage 3 specs planned in July. The SuM Requirements will be sent to SA5 after TISPAN approval for further consideration of any impacts on SA5 work. Contributions on comparison of SA5 / TISPAN WG8 are available and being discussed. It was mentioned that good chances of alignment exist.
Methodology 
SA5 is having a series of meetings with ITU-T SG4 5 (face-to-face meeting in September, several conference calls) in order to align ITU-T M.3020 and SA5 32.15x align as much as possible. It was agreed that ITU-T is in charge of the Requirements template and that SA5 is in charge of IS template. A process to align and keep aligned the specifications is being discussed, whether by referencing each other's specs or maintaining identical text. On the November 13th call, it was agreed to invite TISPAN WG8 in this meeting cycle. The next call is planned on December 18th 1pm CET.  
TISPAN WG8 does not plan additional Methodology documents. However, a guideline document to track how the specifications are produced is being discussed and will be produced (Q3 2007). The possibility to reuse SA5 templates or TMF NGOSS contract is currently studied.
It was also stressed that 3GPP SA5, TMF and TISPAN WG8 should develop more joint activities on service interfaces in 2007.
Future joint meetings 
- Possibility to have a 2 days joint meeting (Tuesday & Wednesday) during TISPAN meeting May 14-18 2007. This will require to move the SA5 meeting one week later (causing a clash with a 3GPP2 meeting the same week). Waiting for feedback from ETSI on the feasibility for the meeting room arrangements. Another option is to move the TISPAN WG8 meeting (only WG8) one week earlier to synchronize with SA5 May 7-11. 
- Possibility for a joint meeting during the week of June 25-29 2007 in the US 
- Possibility for a joint meeting during the week of October 22-26 in China 
- Conference call planned on Friday 16 February 2007 2:00pm - 3:30pm CET 
- Conference call planned on Tuesday 6 March 2007 2:00pm - 3:30pm CET 
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
