Rationale

According to the #50 meeting agreement:

“One IRPManager suspends also for all other IRPManagers, but a notification is necessary to inform the other IRPManagers. This notification is sent before suspension becomes active.”
Does CM IRP need to know whether Itf-N has been suspended? In current requirements discussion, there is no clear statement on whether other IRPManagers can apply any CM operations to the suspending managed object. 

Consider the following use case:

During the repairing and testing time, IRPManager A has suspended a managed object instance. Meanwhile, another IRPManager B may do some configuration changes to the managed object instance suspended. There is no effect way to prevent IRPManager B from doing the improper changes, which leads to the repairing and testing can not continue.

Detailed proposal

We suggest that:
In the Partial Suspension: Multi-Manager Related Requirements, it should be clearly stated that:

If one IRPManager suspends also for all other IRPManagers, a notification is necessary to inform the other IRPManagers. After receiving the notification, other IRPManagers should not apply any CM operations on the suspending managed object.
