Justification

The IRP agent plays an important role in network management architecture. In general, the IRP agents are provided by the vendors and the operators can only manage the network by the IRP manager through the IRP agent nodes. It will make the network unreachable by the IRP manager if the IRP agent is unavailable. 

The IRP agent system can only be maintained by manual currently, i.e. the operators can not maintain the IRP agent system by the IRP manager and they have to maintain the agent by vendor specific tools. The IRPs what we have are mainly focus on the management of UMTS network, e.g. CM IRPs, Common IRPs, FM IRPs, PM IRP, Trace IRP. As shown in figure1.
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The proposed System Maintenances IRP can enable the IRP manager to maintain the IRP Agents, especially in the following areas:
1) Get System Information (resource, process) from IRP agent;
2) Backup or restore the database in IRP agent;

3) Manage the software version of IRP agent;

4) Configure time synchronization in IRP agent.
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Objective

The study of system maintenance by Itf-N will focus on the solution of IRP agent system maintenance by Itf-N, including 
1) what kind of maintenance operations can be standardized, 
2) what kind of information in IRP agent shall be modelled.

The study result can be the baseline of the maintenance of IRP agent system and may lead to define a new interface IRP in a later implementation work item.
