Rationale

Detailed proposal

The new abstract class SuMUser takes the place of SuMSubscriptionProfile in the name containment diagram, and SuMSubscriptionProfile (before inheriting from Top, but that was not shown in the diagrams by an error) now inherits from SuMUser. The mobile specific attributes are moved out from SuMSubscriptionProfile to the new MobileUserData class. MobileUserData inherits from the abstract class SuMEquipment, which is used by SuMUser and name contained by SuMSubscriberProfile. The attributes for IMS Private User Identity and IMS Public User Identity are changed to multi-value attributes.
In effect, the model changes enable a 3GPP user (SuMSubscriptionProfile instance) to be associated with multiple user terminals and multiple IMS private and public user identities (restricted by the network but not by the SuM model). The object instances of user terminals can be shared among multiple users, explicitly allowed in the model. Implicitly, there is no restriction in the model on sharing the same IMS private or public user identity among multiple instances of SuMSubscriptionProfile.
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
