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1. Overall Description:

SA2 introduced a charging architecture change embedded in the 3GPP TS23.203 - Policy and charging control architecture Annex B. The document introduces a new architectural entity “Proxy OCS” in the roaming scenario and yet questioning its necessity at the editors’ note and open it for further study.
Based on the described functionality it seems like the proxy OCS has no additional functionality. The OCS address has been already received by the V-GW. The same information passed on Gy reference point is provided on the Gy’ reference point. As indicated in TS32.240, the Gy reference point is identical to the Ro reference point. Hence, SA5 think that the proxy OCS functionality shall be removed.

On the other hand, the issue of topology hiding sustains.

Without topology hiding, the OCS IP address must be accessible outside the home network environment to support the roaming case. If OCS hiding is required, SA2 shall consider the introduction of “online charging border gateway” for topology hiding.
