Rationale

In the S5-071353 (Changes to modeling of User), it was proposed to change the user modeling by introducing SuMUser and MobileUserData classes instead of SuMSubscription class. According to the “SuM NRM Containment/Naming and Association diagram 1” and “SuM NRM Containment/Naming and Association diagram 2” in this document, it is depicted that SuMSUbscriberProfile name-contains MobileUserData while SuMUser name-contains SuMCredentials. From the attributes of MobileUserData and SuMCredentials, it can be deduced that both OICs can represent the user’s private identities in CS/PS domain and IMS domain respectively. The two IOCs should be name-contained by the same parent IOC.
In addition, in the “SuM NRM Containment/Naming and Association diagram 1”, the relationship between MobileUserData and SuMServiceProfile was missing which should represent the user’s service profile in CS/PS domain, just like the relationship between IMSPublicIdentification and IMSServiceProfile represents the user’s service profile in IMS domain.

Detailed proposal

This proposal is to corrct the naming/containment and relationship diagram of the SuM NRM in “SuM NRM Containment/Naming and Association diagram 1” and “SuM NRM Containment/Naming and Association diagram 2” which are in  Ericsson’s contribution S5-071353.
In this proposal, SuMSubscriberProfile name-contains both MobileUserData and SuMCredentials IOCs. This name-containment depicts that the two IOCs represent the user’s private identities in CS/PS domain and IMS domain respectively and both are deduced from user’s subscription (represented by SuMSubscriberProfile).
The introduced relationship between MobileUserData and SuMServiceProfile is to represent the related CSServiceProfile and PSServiceProfile with regard to MobileUserData (mainly MSISDN attribute).
