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In its August/September 2007 meeting, SG4 considered the status report from the NGN Management Focus Group. SG 4 accepted the report and accepted also version 3.3 of the Roadmap document. SG 4 thanks the Focus Group for its efforts until now.

SG 4 made the following decisions:

· the NGNMFG is authorized to ask the TSB to publish version 4.0 of the Roadmap, when it becomes available, on the SG 4 website;

· because the work is not yet completed, the NGNMFG is continued until, and terminated at the next SG 4 meeting, May 2008, with amended Terms of Reference (v6.0, see attachment);

· SG 4 expects the NGNMFG to restructure the NGN Management Roadmap, according to the relevant proposal from the Focus Group;

· Q.8/4 has been tasked to complete the NGN Management Requirements Analysis and Traceability document as soon as possible, and offer the result to the NGNMFG;

· SG 4 expects the NGNMFG to act in a more pro-active role with respect to the efforts in the industry on NGN management standardization and use the NGN Management Requirements Analysis and Traceability document to identify possible gaps and create a project plan which is aimed at finding ways to close these gaps.
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
