Rationale

The propsed merger of 3GPP2 IMS functionality into 3GPP IMS as part of the Common IMS initiative will impact 3GPP IMS charging documentation. 3GPP2 IMS charging requirements were intentionally harmonized to 3GPP documents and consequently will simplify the merge of 3GPP2 requirements into the 3GPP documents.
The final decision for the common IMS process is still under review and will not be finalized until the joint 3GPP/3GPP2 meeting in January 2008. However, we have enough knowledge to make some preliminary decisions on what we will have to do in SA5 Charging SWG to accomodtae the joining of the requirements. This paper discusses expected impacts on SA5 IMS charging documents TS 32.240, 32.260, 32.298, and 32.299.

Detailed proposal

DISCUSSION PONTS
The IMS Charging documents we have to modify the accommodate common IMS are listed below with probable changes. It is likely that non-3GPP system implementations could simply pick and choose which items they need without having to modifiy much of the source requirements.
One open issue is whether ther are requirements from SA1 to do this work.

Impacted documents:
1. 32.240 – Modification of the architecture to show non-3GPP access vis IMS

a. Diagram will be technolgy agnostic but will have to show access points relative to 3GPP.

b. High level interface references need to be identified.

c. Additions and modifications to terms, abbreviations, and references

2. 32.260 – Modifications to architecture refrences and some flows to account for outside access

a. Minmal changes to existing flows and table because of harmonization.

b. Additions and modifications to terms, abbreviations, and references
c. Areas for possible minimal change:

i. Section 5.2 Offline Charging
ii. Section 5.3 Online Charging

iii. Definitions of Charging information

3. 32.298 – There are only high level refernces to CDRs renamed as AIRs in 3GPP2 version of 32.260. However, the 3GPP2 naming convention should be harmonized with 3GPP, and the refernces can be rolled into CDRs without any real impact other than a few clarifications.

4. 32.299 -  Virtually all AVPs are included in the 3GPP2 requirements. The descriptions would remain the same, and only specific 3GPP2 uses would have to identified as field qualifiers or as notes at the end of each table or section.
