1) "Umbrella" BB Level WID.

- Is a SON NRM IRP necessary, or just a SON IRP? --- FFS. Currently, a SON IRP is enough.
- Does your company support ONE SON IRP or do you see the need for several

specific ones for self-configuration, self-optimisation/healing,

NCL-handling etc. --One SON IRP is enough for self-configuration, self-optimisation/healing, NCL-handling etc. We think the definitions of different IRPs should be separate clearly, e.g. FM IRP and PM IRP. For us, self-configuration and self-optimisation,etc. are all under the SON umbrella.
- If your company believes that several SON IRPs are necessary, possibly

together with the involvement of other IRPs such as CM, PM, FM ..., can you

propose how  the co-ordination of the IRPs and/or the co-ordination of the

Manager instances in the NM layer might occur?  --If the co-ordination means co-ordination of several SON IRPs, we don't see the necessary for serveral SON IRPs.If the co-ordination means co-ordination of SON IRP and other IRPs, we need more study.
