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1. Introduction
SA5 would like to than RAN3 on the LS R3-080472 providing status update in the area of Automatic Neighbour Relation (ANR) function. 
SA5 has discussed several aspects of the ANR functionality in OAM, including the handling of White Lists and Black Lists, the relationship between the ANR function and other SON functions, architecture of the ANR function in OAM, and other issues. 
SA5 has concluded that there are several questions related to the ANR functionality defined in RAN3 (R3-080453) that need to be answered in order to make further progress in specifying required OAM support for ANR function in SA5. It is the opinion of SA5 that RAN3 is the appropriate venue to answer these questions.    

2. Background
SA5 has discussed to a great extent the definition and the meaning of the term “neighbour relation”, as referred to in R3-080453. SA5 has identified two alternative meanings that could apply to this term, listed below:

· “neighbour relation” between cell A and cell B pertains to the X2 relationship (i.e. existence of X2 interface) between the eNodeBs parenting the cell A and the cell B. 
· “neighbour relation” between cell A and cell B pertains to the possibility of performing handover from cell A to cell B, regardless of which interfaces are involved in carrying handover-related signalling between the eNodeBs parenting the cell A and the cell B (e.g. X2, S1). 
SA5 has also discussed the objectives, scope and architecture of the OAM support for ANR functionality. SA5 feels the need to get clear answer from RAN3 regarding the location of the ANR functionality, the objectives of the ANR function and the capabilities of the ANR function. 
3. Action Items
SA5 kindly asks RAN3 to answer the questions listed below:
1. What is the definition of the term “neighbour relation”, as referred to in R3-080453? 
2. Is the removal of neighbour relations within the scope of the ANR function?

3. Is ANR function located exclusively in eNodeB?
4. Is the objective of the ANR function the generation and maintenance of the neighbour lists or is it limited to the detection of the missing neighbour relations?

5. Can ANR function include the capability of optimizing mobility parameters (e.g. handover parameters)? 
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
