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Transfer of common IMS specifications from ETSI TISPAN to 3GPP has in general resulted in production of two categories of work within 3GPP, as identified specifically in the work items:

· redocumentation (i.e. incorporation) of TISPAN release 1 and TISPAN release 2 requirements in 3GPP release 8

· management of the maintenance of the existing TISPAN release 1 and TISPAN release 2 specifications by the creation of parallel specifications in 3GPP, with the existing ETSI TISPAN specifications updated to reference these documents for the technical contents. If essential corrections are identified to the TISPAN release 1 and release 2 contents, then they are made to these parallel specifications by 3GPP, and thereby automatically form part of TISPAN release 1 and release 2.

ETSI TISPAN has recognised that this has occurred for all stage 2 and stage 3 specifications except for the charging specifications, ES 282 010, available at both release 1 and release 2, where while the redocumentation has been transferred, the maintenance has not. 
While these documents are substantially endorsements of existing 3GPP specifications, they do form a selection of capabilities available within 3GPP, and as such do contain technical content, and are potentially as a resultant subject to maintenance, for which the technical expertise is required; that expertise has now been transferred by ETSI TISPAN member organisations to 3GPP and is no longer resident in ETSI TISPAN.

ETSI TISPAN would therefore like to understand the current position regarding maintenance of this work, as currently it appears that this is an omission in the transfer of work.
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
