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1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to thank RAN3 for LS R3-08988, Clarifications on ANR. 
SA5 has not been able to fully understand  the semantics (e.g. if the non checked No X2 implies establishment of an X2 connection or if it implies a HO is allowed on the X2 connection, etc) of the No X2 attribute, if the No X2 attribute should be applied to cell level or node level, .
SA5 have discussed Use Cases.  Some companies think those Use Cases are legitimate.  Some others think otherwise.  

Therefore, SA5 would like to ask RAN3 to provide a motivation and/or Use Cases for the No X2 attribute.

Also, SA5 would like to know the relationship between a No X2 attribute on cell level (as shown in R3-08988) and the fact that X2 connections are done on a eNodeB level.
SA5 has not been able to fully understand the semantics of No HO attribute when it is non-checked.  For example, does it mean that OAM should be informed if HO is impossible (e.g. eNB lacks of GCI).

2. Actions:

To RAN3 group.

ACTION: 

1. SA5 would like RAN3 to provide Use Cases for the No X2 attribute. 

2. When answering, SA5 would like RAN3 to take into account the fact that the No X2 attribute is on cell level and the X2 connection is on eNodeB level.
3. SA5 would also like to know the semantics of the non-checked No HO attribute, as described above.
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
