6.3.1.2.1.1 CONF-ID 
The value of CONF-ID is of type Byte. It is generated automatically by AS when AS receives creating conference request which contains reserving a conference and initiating an immediate conference. The value of CONF-ID begins with 1 and is added by 1 once creating a conference. Its value should be unique for a long period of time, e.g: 50years. If its value reaches maximum, it will be reset and reaccumulated. 
6.3.1.2.1.2 CONF-Host-Account

The value of CONF-Host-Account is of type UTF8String. It’s the account value of the conference host with the format of SIP URI, e.g: sip:host@zte.com. The value of CONF-Host-Account may be derived from SIP Header.
6.3.1.2.1.3 CONF-Charging-Role
The value of CONF-Charging-Role is type of Enumerate from the view of charging:
Conference host                            1

It’s the conference host that pays for the conference itself. He also creates the conference and may participate in the conference or not. At the time of conference creation, the conference host is also the presider if he participates in the conference.CONF Charging for him should be based on number of participants and duration of the conference.
Conference participant                 2

He is the participant of the conference. CONF Charging for him should be based on duration. From the view of charging, when presider is not the conference host, he is also conference participant.
6.3.1.2.1.4 CONF-Charging-Type

The value of CONF-Charging-Type is type of Enumerate from the view of charging:
CONF Charging                                 1

This Charging manner is for conference itself, based on number of participants and duration of the conference.

Session Charging                               2

This charging manner is based on session duration for every participant.

Media Charging                                  3

This charging manner is based on media usage for every participant when media usage needs to be charged during a conference. The value of CONF-Duration is the real duration of the conference and is type of Byte.
