Monitor of QoS based cell traffic volume
Radio resource is limited resource in E-UTRAN, so the usage of radio resource needs to be monitored.

The usage of the radio resource can be known from overall cell traffic load, as well as the traffic volume per QoS level. By the measurements related to the overall cell traffic load, operators are able to determine the whether the radio network capacity is sufficient for the particular coverage, this is helpful for operators to do the load balancing and/or expansion. And by division of the cell traffic volume measurements by the QoS level, the resource distribution for each QoS level can be learnt, it is helpful for operators to construct the service model, and optimize the mapping of the QoS level into the radio parameters if possible to achieve the best overall performance.
