Rationale

During meeting SA5#60, there has been a discussion on whether the WSDL file should be sorted in a “zip” format under the 3GPP ftp server as all other 3GPP specifications, or whether it should be stored “unzipped”.
The reason why it should not be zipped is because it can be referenced in another WSDL file when imported, and the indicated location should correspond to the real filename. But a zipped file cannot be imported with the XML editors/parsers, only pure xml files.
On the other hand, the 3GPP WSDL files are not expected to be used directly from the 3GPP ftp server, and therefore, the locations and filenames have to be changed before being used in any case.

Therefore, for simplicity reasons, it is proposed to follow the 3GPP rules and to zip the xsd and wsdl files before storing them on the FTP server.
The drawback is that the SOAP Solution Sets which use some definitions from another file through an import will automatically be semantically wrong as they will refer to a zip file.
