The scale of uses and service usage are significant part to be monitored by operators. See section 4 for detail.
4 Detailed proposal

Monitor of the scale of users and service usage
The scale of the users in each cell is valuable information for operators to know how many uses are connecting to E-UTRAN per cell basis. This kind of information can help  operator to tune the admission control parameters for the cell and to do load balancing between cells to ensure that the target percentage or number the of users admitted achieve the target QoS.
The service usage per QCI basis can give the information reflecting the traffic volume of the services associated to this QCI, which is valuable for operator to build service model, and to do the service mapping (to QCI). The service usage can also helpful for the optimizations regarding capacity and load balancing.
In E-UTRAN, the scale of uses can be reflected by the number of RRC connections, and the service usage can be reflected by the SAE Bearer usage time.
