2. Description
SA5 has further discussed the Distributed Physical Cell ID (PCI) Assignment scheme, outlined in [1] and TS 36.300 [2]. SA5 has recognised the possibility that the eNB cannot find a valid PCI in the list configured by the OAM System. This could happen, for example, if the remaining list is empty after the eNB eliminates PCIs from the list using elimination criteria listed in TS36.300 [2].
