PM Period Set Procedure
In the PM file update procedure flow, HMS uses TR069 SetParameterValues method to set the period for PM file updation of HNB. The HNB shall update PM file to the HMS periodically. When the period is set to a specific value, such as 0xFFFF by HMS, HNB shall not report PM file to HMS any more.
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Figure 1: PM file Period Set procedure flow 

1. HMS initiates PM file update procedure flow by using TR-069 RPC method: SetParameterValues to set the period of PM file updating.

2. HNB responses to HMS to confirm the modification by the TR-069 method: SetParameterValuesRessponse. If the response message returns an error code, then the procedure ends up with failure.

1. HNB uploads the PM file to HMS according to parameter value of upload periodical interval and the location to upload PM file. The upload method may be selected from FTP/FTPS/SFTP/HTTP/HTTPS. The location to upload PM file may exist in a file server within or out of HMS, /HTTP/HTTPS.which is determined by HMS.
