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1. Overall Description:

CT WG4 would like to thank SA WG5 for their liaison statement informing CT4 on the accomplishment of their work on Advice of charge (AoC) and asking CT4 whether the AoC-related subscription and formatting parameters as defined in TS 32.280 can be maintained by HSS and retrieved via Sh interface. 
CT4 have discussed the issue and conclude that, with the existing specification of the Sh interface, these AOC parameters can be stored in the HSS, updated and retrieved via the Sh interface within the service data of a transparent data repository associated to a public identity. This transparent repository data can also be shared among multiple AS, based on the knowledge of the service indication identifying the repository data associated with the public identity..  
CT4  have also specified an optional capability by adding these AOC parameters to the IMS Application Server service data descriptions for AS interoperability in TS 29.364. This optional capability over the Sh interface allows to share through a transparent repository data a standardized service related schema among ASs, ensuring standard interoperability between multiple ASs. CT4 have agreed CRs (C4-090660 for the binary option, C4-090332 for the  XML option) to update the stage 3 specification TS 29.364 under their responsibility  and to satisfy SA5 requirement.
