Monitor of SAE Bearer release
SAE Bearer is the key and limited resource for E-UTRAN to deliver services. The release of the SAE Bearer needs to be monitored as 
the abnormal release of the SAE Bearer will cause the call(/session) drop, which directly impacts the QoS delivered by the networks, and the satisfaction degree of the end user.

Due to different priority and tolerance for different service type with different OoS level in the networks, the monitor needs to be opened on each service type with OoS level.
The SAE Bearer can be released by SAE Bearer Release (See 3GPP TS 36.413[9]) and UE Context Release (See 3GPP TS 36.413[9]) procedure, either initiated by eNodeB or MME. To know abnormal release for both of these two cases will be helpful to find out the problem.
