6.4 HNB de-provisioning
The TR069 manager must provide the ability for the operator to de-provision a HNB (e.g. if the subscriber ends his subscription). De-provioning consists in factory-reset of the HNB as well as removing the HNB serial number from the list of authorized HNBs on the network as such subsequent connections to the TR069 manager are not authorized.
There are two possible ways to factory-reset a HNB: 

· Use of FactoryReset RPC method (optional in TR069)

· SetParameterValue to reset to zero all or a set of HNB parameters

If the FactoryReset RPC method is used, the HNB must initiate the factory reset procedure only after successful completion of the session.

Figure 2 provides the procedure flows for HNB deregistration using SetParameterValue. The process consists in reinitializing all or a set of parameters in the data model. The set of parameters to be reinitialized is implementation dependent.
