REQ-OAMP-FM-CON-003 It shall be possible for an operator to configure the alarm related policies to multiple HNB at the same time.
REQ-OAMP-FM-CON-004 It shall be possible for an operator to configure the alarm related policies of single or a group of HNB independently to handle different set of customer(s)/group(s).
More Info: If there is a VIP HNB, some critical (for ex) alarms are required to be reported immediately & they will be catrgorised as “expedited”.  But the same set of alarms can fetched using a file from some other residential HNB & can be set as “logged”. 

Another case, where the HNB is important but these critical alarms can wait at HNB, un-till the next periodic “inform” message & will be set as “Queued”. Basically same set of alarms are categorised differently depending on the customer/groups & hence the capability to set them appropriately based on the customer(s)/group(s).
