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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks SA2 for their active cooperation on the EPC Charging topic, resulting in the guidance provided by the LS S2-091619.
Based on these inputs, SA5 has continue the discussion on the topic, and from further analysis, unfortunately found it difficult to achieve the required work and provide a good level of completion for the related set of specifications in Rel-8.

SA5 would like to inform SA2 about their conclusion, reflected in the following main principles which consequently will likely apply for Rel-8 EPC charging: 
· For GTPv2 based S5/S8: in the PGW and SGW, charging data is reported per-bearer.
· For PMIPv6 based S5/S8: in the PGW and SGW, charging data is reported per PDN connection, with the list of “Service Data Flows” including their respective QCI+ARP pair. 
Consequently, the need for Charging ID generation by the PGW for each PDN connection and signalled to the SGW for PMIPv6 remains valid from SA5 perspective.
