Subject: HNB Type 1 Interface Specifications
We would like to thank 3GPP SA5 for sharing the HNB Type 1 Interface Specifications (32.581, 32.582, and 32.583) covering HNB OAM&P.  We had an opportunity to review these specifications and would like to provide feedback regarding 32.581 and the HNB Requirements laid forth in that document.

1) In requirement REQ-OAMP_CM-FUN-002 (Section 6.1.1), it states that the HNB Information Model is to be based off of the Device:1 data model as defined within TR-106 Amendment 2.  After several discussions with Femto Forum, we have decided that in order to fully embrace all of the functionality and subsequent remote management capabilities that we really need to have the data model based off of the InternetGatewayDevice:1 data model as defined within TR-098 Amendment 2.

2) In requirement REQ-OAMP_CM-FUN-005 (Section 6.1.1), it states that the HMS shall be able to remotely start/stop radio transmissions on particular frequencies.  The existing data model only allows an HMS to completely enable/disable the entire radio, and not a subset of specific frequencies.  Is this something that needs to be changed in the data model?

3) In requirement REQ-OAMP_CM-FUN-012 (Section 6.1.1), it states that configuration management will be carried out by utilizing the SetParameterValues RPC, but there are also multi-instanced objects within the data model that will cause an HMS to also utilize the AddObject RPC to configure them.  So it is recommended that the requirement be updated to also include the AddObject RPC.

4) In requirement REQ-OAMP_PM-FUN-002 (Section 6.1.2), should it be clarified that the “file transfer option of TR-069 CWMP Protocol” is really referring to the Upload RPC?  Furthermore, should this requirement clarify the FileType that needs to be used within the Upload RPC (as defined in Annex B of WT-196).

5) In requirement REQ-OAMP_PM-FUN-006 (Section 6.1.2), it states that the HMS shall have the capability to initiate an HNB diagnostics test, but it is unclear which diagnostics test that are being referred to here as there are no diagnostics test within performance data in WT-196.

6) In requirement REQ-OAMP_FM-FUN-010 (Section 6.1.3), it states that the HMS will be able to purge the various Alarm/Event tables, but after a lengthy conversation with Femto Forum we have decided that purging of these tables is only possible via a reboot of the HNB.

7) In requirement REQ-OAMP_FM-FUN-012 (Section 6.1.3), it states that the HMS shall be able to control the passive reporting frequency but is not clear that it is referring to the reporting of the QueuedEvent table.  Perhaps this can be clarified.
We look forward to any future collaboration on this topic.  Our next meeting is in Valencia, Spain, May 18-21.
