A.x Relationship between Automatic and NonAutomatic Software Management
This section defines the relationship between automatic and non automatic software management and how they can be used in a multivendor environment.
As evident from Fig 1(a) and 1(b), IRPManager can manage SON and non SON network separately. In Fig 1(a), IRPManager uses ASWM functionalities to manage SON network while in Fig 1(b), IRPManager manages non-SON network (i.e. network  elements not supporting SON functions) using NASWM functionalities.  
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However it may be desirable that IRPManager is designed to manage both these types of networks as shown in Figure 2. In this context it becomes mandatory for IRPManager to support both ASWM and NASWM.
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It is also possible to use ASWM and NASWM in the scenario described in Figure 3 to give service providers additional flexibility. Assuming that IRPManager and IRPAgent support both ASWM and NASWM functionalities, IRPManager can start a software update of a SON network using ASWM functionality (step 1, Figure 3-a). Due to some reason, when ASWM can’t be continued (step 2, Figure 3-b), service provider can try complete the software upgrade using NASWM functionality (step 3, Figure 3-c). It however doesn’t guarantee that the upgrade will be successful once NASWM functionality is adhered to, rather this scenario provides service providers flexibility to try out every option available before declaring a software update unsuccessful.     
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
