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	Reason for change:
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	The MME may be configured by O&M with the set of TAs it supports. If this is the case, there is a possibility of an error when an eNB configured with a TAC not supported by the MME attempts an S1 setup towards that MME. This is different from a TAI not supported due to e.g. RAN sharing. Typically this would be due to misconfiguration (particularly possible in case of different vendor for CN and RAN components). In this case, the MME behaviour would be unpredictable. Therefore it is proposed to prevent the possibility that TAs of the MME can be configured by O&M. TAs would only be configured in the eNB, and by "configuring" which MMEs an eNB will connect to , it would implicitly also decide which TAs an MME will support. The "configured" TAs for the MME would then be sent from the eNBs to the MME at S1 Setup.
