Rationale

3GPP 32.584 “XML definitions for Type 1 interface HNB to HNB Management System (HMS)” defines that it is allowed to change:

· the UICCCardID attribute of the .FAPService.{i}.Transport.Security.Secret.{i}. object 

· the SerialNumber attribute of the .FAPService.{i}.Transport.Security.Pkey.{i}. object

There are no requirements defined in [1] to support write for these attributes. The data model of the Home NodeB HNB is defined in [2] and [3] don’t allow to write these attributes neither.

Situation: Instances of both objects are allowed. It’s unclear why these attributes are defined as writeable. The data model defined in [3] doesn’t allow changing both attributes. This contribution proposes to discuss this issue and to delete both attributes from the XML definitions. Alternatively, if SA5 comes to the conclusion that it is neccessary to allow that the attributes can be changed, a CR shall be written to update the description in [3].

Detailed proposal

3GPP 32.584 “XML definitions for Type 1 interface HNB to HNB Management System (HMS)” defines that it is allowed to change:

· the UICCCardID attribute of the .FAPService.{i}.Transport.Security.Secret.{i}. object 

· the SerialNumber attribute of the .FAPService.{i}.Transport.Security.Pkey.{i}. object

This contribution proposes to discuss this issue and to agree on one of the mentioned solutions: … Security: (Certificates and Keys with validity period)

1. delete both attributes from the XML definitions 

2. if it is neccessary to allow that the attributes can be changed a CR shall be written to update the description in [3]

The intention of this contribution is to align the specifications [2] and [3].
