Information Object Class Definitions

5.3.1
Service

5.3.1.1 
Definition

An intangible realization of a product for the customer, subscriber, or user.   In its most complex form, it is a composite of managed telecommunications resources representing information carrying capabilities.  Services are consumed by Service Consumers (see below).
5.3.2
Subscriber

5.3.2.1 
Definition

A role that is played by a person or an organization that is engaged in an implicit or explicit agreement for the right to use products, services, or resources from a Service Provider and is entitled to be helped with solving problems.  The subscriber is allowed to subscribe and unsubscribe services, products, and resources, to register users authorized to use these items, and to set limits relative to the use that associated users make of these items.  One or more users are related to a subscriber.

User

5.3.3.1 
Definition
This object class represents as User. In this context, a user is an entity that uses one or more products or services provided by a service provider. This collects the attributes of the user as viewed by the service provider.

ServiceConsumer

5.3.4.1 
Definition

ServiceConsumer represents the entity who consumes telecommunication services. A service consumer has identities, preferences, location, and priviledges. The service consumer may have access to one or more devices.

UserServiceConsumerRole
5.3.5.1
Definition
It represents the role that the user takes on when it uses or consumes a telecommunication service. 
5.3.6 
ResourceServiceConsumerRole
5.3.6.1
Definition

It represents the role of a service consumer when it makes use of telecommunication service having to do with the consumption of resources. 

5.3.7
UserEquipmentRole
5.3.7.1
Definition
User equipment may play different roles, some of them related to a resource that consumes telecommunication services, some others unrelated (e.g., a camera role, agenda role, or music player role). The UserEquipmentRole class represents the role played byuser equipment as a resource that consumes telecommunication services. From that perspective, it can be considered that the UserEquipmentRole includes all the needed functions to access the telecommunication service, for example, a UICC card with suitable SIM, USIM, or ISIM. applications.
5.3.8
IdentifierAtNetworkRole
5.3.8.1
Definition
This class identifies the role that the ResourceServiceConsumerRole is playing. The IdentifierAtNetworkRole is representing the known identifiers such as MSISDN, IMSI, IMPI, and IMPU.
