Rationale
MIMO performance measurements include one counter: number of MIMO scheduled of user configured MIMO mode in UTRAN cell, which refers to UTRAN counter in 32.405, and they are also important for Rel9.

The counter provides how many of users who have configured MIMO mode in UTRAN cell actually were scheduled by NodeB of using MIMO technology. It can reflect the actual status of MIMO technology in current networks, i.e. the utilization. Also, it can reflect how MIMO technology is used in current networks. Thus, the operators can optimize and deploy network resources, even their service provision. Besides, as MIMO technology is presently introduced, new counters should be added in order to scale its performance. This counter we proposed is considered very basic to weigh the performance and utilization of MIMO technology.
