Rationale

The work item for NASWM states: 
"These features … can be considered complementary to automated software management."
Current proposals for NASWM [1] are not proposing complementary functionality, but would result in a duplication of functionalities. ASWM is capable of handling the NASWM functionalities (download, install etc.) if the stop points are set appropriately.
ASWM is the functionality of choice for SWM of mass devices, NASWM is more for NEs which exist only a few times in the network, where ASWM is not necessary, because there is no scaling effect.

This and the coverage of error situations when ASWM is not working properly were the justifications for NASEM. But the current NASWM operations in [1] allow to cover many instances in one request and that’s certainly not required for the intended usage.
Therefore it is proposed to change the operations input parameters neInformationList to neIdentifier.
This also solves the problem with the notifications proposed in [2ff], because when only one NE is handled, no notification is necessary, but the operation result directly gives the information about its outcome.
3.1 Conclusion

Base on the above considerations CRs to 32.532 and 32.533 are proposed. They are presented in separate documents.
