On “Service-data-container” closing without CDR closure/ Partial CDR in PGW, the Change-Condition at Service-data-container AVP level shall be provided with appropriate value amongst: “Qos Change”, “Serving Node Change”, “User Location Change”, “Tariff Time Change”, “Service data Volume Limit”, “Service data Time Limit”, “Service Stop”, and “serviceSpecificUnitLimit”. The Change-Condition AVP at PS-information shall be omitted. 
On “Traffic-Data-Volumes” containers closing without CDR closure/ Partial CDR in SGW, the Change-Condition at Traffic-Data-Volumes AVP level shall be provided with appropriate value amongst: “Qos Change”, “User Location Change”, and “Tariff Time Change”. The Change-Condition AVP at PS-information shall be omitted. 
On SGW-CDR, PGW-CDR closing and Partial CDRs generation: 

· The Change-Condition AVP at PS-information AVP shall be set to the appropriate value amongst:  “Normal Release”,  “Abnormal Release”, “Volume Limit”, “Time Limit”, “Serving Node PLMN Change”, “RAT Change”, “UE TimeZone Change”, “Max Number of Changes in Charging conditions”,“Management Intervention”. 
· The “Record Closure” value shall be provided in the Change-Condition AVP at Traffic-Data-Volumes AVP level for SGW, and at Service-data-container AVP level for PGW.
· In the specific case of “Max Number of Changes in Charging conditions” reached, additionally to “Record Closure” value, the original change conditions(s) shall also be provided in the Change-Condition AVP at Traffic-Data-Volumes AVP level for SGW, and at Service-data-container AVP level for PGW.
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
