Rationale

Current definitions of scManagementProfile and swmProfile are not efficient for the use case that a specific profile shall be used for an individual NE. 
Example for swmProfile (the issue is the same for scManagementProfile): 

An swmProfile describes in attribute neInformation that for all NEs of vendor “Perfect” swVersion 1.0 shall be used. Now the operator wants to test swVersionToBeInstalled 1.1 on NE no. 75..80 by vendor “Perfect”. To make this possible the operator needs to change the existing profile’s neInformation to “vendor=Perfect, id < 75 .OR. id > 80” and to create a new profile with neInformation “vendor=Perfect, 75<= id <= 80”. 

If the test is successful, the “old” profile needs to be changed to swVersionToBeInstalled =1.1 . To clean up the two profiles should be united to a single one, which can only be done via deleting both and creating a new one with neInformation =”vendor=Perfect” (nothing anymore on ids) and swVersionToBeInstalled =1.1.
If the test is not successful, the new profile needs to be deleted again and the “old” profile needs to be reverted to the previous neInformation value.

This is a cumbersome, error-prone handling.

Therefore the following change is proposed: 
Addition of a new attribute exceptionList. 

In the example this would replace the flow of actions by the following:

Change the exceptionList of the old profile to “Id=75, 76, 77, 78, 79, 80”. Now the operator can apply another swVersionToBeInstalled to these NEs (either by their own profile or using non automated SWM). 

If test was successful: Within one changeSwmProfile operation empty the exceptionList and change swVersionToBeInstalled to 1.1.

If test was no successful: Empty exceptionList  of swmProfile, leave swVersionToBeInstalled untouched.

Not only is this process simpler, but it is also much easier to evaluate for which NEs a profile is not valid.

As a welcome side-effect, the description of exceptions from the neInformation is much easier and more understandableeat creation time compared to a exception description with the neInformation.
