	Input for discussion about UDC and SuM inter-relationships
· User status data is currently not subject of UDC
· User status data can be part of UDC in the future when the scope of UDC is extended. Currently it is not in the scope for CS/PS domain. IMS services might have other requirements. 
· Q1: the question is related to the mapping from provisioning to the UDR.
· SuMSubscription and UDCSubscription are independent. In SuMSubscription was invented as separator to ServiceProvider.
· User in SuM is more a person who is having the subscription->Subscriber. UDCUser is for internal grouping of his SPs.

· There is a relationship between SUM/UDCServicePorfile, but the problem is that the SuM model is not up-to-date and because of that to avoid future inconsistencies the CBIM should not be defined with detailed attribute definitions. However SuM should be defined to be aligned with 23.008 and UDC, the operator should import the serviceprofiles from SuM into SpIM. For this reason SuMServiceProfile should be redefined according to UDC CBIM structure for integration into SpIM.
· Q2/Q3: user subscription data and user behaviour data are part of the UDR, user status data depends on whether user data of IMS AS, VLR, etc will be integrated into the UDR. Currently they are not. Refer also to findings in 32.808.
· User content data are not part of UDR, but they are rather to be stored in a federated DB. 
· Should the authentication data also be provisioned by the provisioning GW? – No, historically separate provisioning  due to security reasons. 
· Q4: yes
· Q5: Relation of Provisioning GW/FE and EMS: the introduction of the Provisioning GW/FE in 23.335 is not clear. Provisioning FE is not on EMS level. The interface from the Provisioning GW to the UDR is currently a type 1 interface. 
It is proposed to let the Provisioning GW/FE have EM directly incorporated (System Context B), no need for a specific EMS is seen.
· Q7: Harmonisation might be needed in the future when the integration of AIM into SpIM has been specified, SuM might be an useful example. Based on Rel.9 UDC results the initiative for harmonisation within 3GPP and with other SDO defining User Data should be taken.
