Definition

This notification conveys information about the stage of an instance of IOC swMProcess that has been completed or at which that process has been stopped (based on pre-set stop points).

This notification also conveys information about the attributes for which values are needed to complete the radio configuration, about data which may be relevant to determine the complete radio configuration, a time when the process will be terminated if the requested attributes are not be determined.
