Discussion
With regard to HNS and HeNS type2 specifications, TS 32.772 and TS 32.782 define the network resource model. Hence, these specifications should include entire H(e)NS-related IOCs as well as their attributes and relationships. Howerver, the definition of some essential IOCs are described in TS 32.572, such as HNBProfile and HeNBProfile, which are critical for the management of H(e)NBs. It might cause some overlapped definitions and confusions if there are ambiguous divisions of work scopes among TS 32.772, TS 32.782 and TS 32.572. 
In addition to that, TS 32.572 does not have its own SS, but TS 32.772 and TS 32.782 have its own SS. Therefore, it is strongly suggested to move the NRM IRP IS parts of TS.572 into respective sections of TS 32.772 and TS 32.782. This is much easier and clear for vendors to follow and develop their products.
After these divisions, TS 32.772 and TS 32.782 will dedicatedly define NRM IRP IS corresponding to the HNS and HeNS. And TS 32.572 mainly focus on the interface operations and respective mapping functions. The existing IOC definitions sections in TS 32.572 could directly refer to TS 32.772 and TS 32.782.
