Rationale

SA5#69 decided that TS version numbers should be removed from WSDL namespace URIs (see S5-100092) and created the action point...

S5-69/1 - Provide 32.153 to address removal of namespace version

Therefore, it is proposed that the TS rapporteurs shall implement the following changes

1. TS 32.153 should be updated to describe rules for WSDL namespace URIs

2. TS 32.111-7 should be updated according to the new rules in TS 32.153
3. TS 32.127 should be updated according to the new rules in TS 32.153

4. TS 32.307 should be updated according to the new rules in TS 32.153

5. TS 32.317 should be updated according to the new rules in TS 32.153

6. TS 32.327 should be updated according to the new rules in TS 32.153

7. TS 32.347 should be updated according to the new rules in TS 32.153

8. TS 32.367 should be updated according to the new rules in TS 32.153

9. TS 32.417 should be updated according to the new rules in TS 32.153

10. TS 32.607 should be updated according to the new rules in TS 32.153

11. TS 32.617 should be updated according to the new rules in TS 32.153

12. TS 32.667 should be updated according to the new rules in TS 32.153

All of these changes must be implemented at the same time, because the current use of WSDL namespace URIs causes a tight dependency between the specifications. Hopefully, implementation of this change will loosen the dependency between these specifications.

Detailed proposal
4.1
Interaction with other work

It is proposed (see S5-100215) that the 32.xx3 32.xx5 and 32.xx7 documents shall be merged to create 32.xx6 documents, and this is likely to occur during Release-10. All of the 32.xx7 WSDL documents will be opened at this time, and this would be a good opportunity to remove the WSDL namespace versions.

4.2
Affected 3GPP Release

Originally, this improvement was proposed in Release-9. However, it would be difficult to justify the CRs as category F, because this is not a service-affecting fault.
In essence, the removal of WSDL namespace versions is pre-emptive work to reduce the administrative overhead of changes to 32.xx7 specifications in Release-9. This administrative overhead will occur if

1. A service-affecting fault is found in 32.307 or 32.317 (which are referenced by multiple 32.xx7 specifications)
and

2. The solution to the fault forces a change to a namespace in 32.307 or 32.317

While the possibility of this situation occurring is difficult to predict, it is not certain that this situation will ever occur. Therefore, this pre-emptive work could be wasted effort. The value of the pre-emptive work is to make it easier and quicker to resolve faults in 32.307 and 32.317 in Release-9 and future releases.
When evaluating the value of this effort, it should be noted that it is proposed (see S5-100215) that the 32.xx3 32.xx5 and 32.xx7 documents shall be merged to create 32.xx6 documents, and this is likely to occur during Release-10. This means that any resolution of faults in 32.307 and 32.317 in Release-9 could only affect the namespaces in Release-9, and not Release-10 or later. This greatly reduces the possible administrative overhead, and therefore the value of the pre-emptive work.
Therefore it is proposed that

1. In Release-9, the current WSDL namespaces shall not be changed. There is a risk that a service-affecting fault may be found in 32.307 or 32.317, and this may force several of the 32.xx7 specifications to be opened.

2. In Release-10, the WSDL version mumbers shall be removed, see chapter 4.3 for details.

4.3
Proposed changes
The following changes are proposed, with the modifications highlighted.

Note that the capital S in specs is changed to lowercase to be compatible with the namespaces in the 32.xx5 documents. A URI is case-sensitive.

Note that the impact of S5-100215 is not taken into consideration. This would change the IRPNumber from “32.xx7” to “32.xx6”.
