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Annex XYZ (normative):
Guidelines for applied model extensions in XML definitions
The following guidelines shall be followed when introducing a standardized or non-standardized (i.e. vendor specific) model extensions for new services.

· Conform with XML schema grammar rules (“http://www.w3.org/2001/XMLSchema”); 
· Define sub-class of SuMIdentity as a new type that is an extension of SuMIdentity. 

· Define sub-class of SuMServiceParameter as a new type that is an extension of SuMServiceParameter. 
· Define sub-class of an IOC, other than SuMIdentity and SuMServiceParameter, as a new element.
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
