Definitions and abbreviations

Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

Centralised SON : SON solutions where SON algorithms are executed in the Network Management Layer. In such solutions SON functionality resides in a small number of locations, at a high level in the architecture. 

Distributed SON : SON solutions where SON algorithms are executed at the NE level and possibly Element Management Layer. In such solutions SON functionality resides in many locations at a relatively low level in the architecture.

Hybrid SON
: SON solutions where part of the SON algorithms are executed in the Network Management Layer, while others are executed at the NE level and Element Management Layer.
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
