The following guidelines shall be followed when introducing a standardized or non-standardized (i.e. vendor specific) model extensions for new services.

· Use the current rules for NRM extensions;
· New IOCs related to user identity should be the sub-classes of SuMIdentity;
· New service attributes should be the sub-classes of SuMService, SuMSubscribedService and SuMServiceProfile;
· New service attributes, which can be shared (referred to) by different SuMServiceProfile instances, should be the sub-classes of SuMServiceParameter instead of SuMServiceProfile;
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
