SA5 is requested to find a common consensus how to implement the PES support to the 3GPP AoC standards.
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3
Rationale

As part of the eAoC Work Item, the support of AoC in a PSTN-ISDN Emulation (PES) environment shall be added to AoC service support in IMS. 
PSTN-ISDN Emulation was designed by ETSI TISPAN. AoC is one of the services supported in PES. For AoC service in a PES envoironment, an AoC Extended XML schema was specified as part of TS 183 043. It contains additional AOC Information Elements, compared with 3GPP TS 24.647. However, PES was not transferred from TISPAN to 3GPP as part of Common IMS.
During SA5#71, CR S5-101204 had proposed to add references to ETSI TS 182 012 (IMS based PSTN/ISDN Emulation Sub system (PES); Functional architecture) and ETSI TS 183 043 (IMS-based PSTN/ISDN Emulation; Stage 3 specification) to 3GPP TS TS 32280. But the original CR was not agreed, since SWG Charging did not want to refer to original TISPAN specifications at that time. A direct modification of AoC Stage 3 (TS 24.647) was considered as preferrable solution.
After SA5#71, both Deutsche Telekom and Orange had internal discussions on these issues involving also CT1 delegates. Both network operators share the following views: 

· The introduction of the enhanced AoC XML protocol items to 3GPP TS 24.647 will lead to duplicate information in 3GPP and ETSI. This will lead to duplicate maintenance and future inconsistencies between 3GPP TS 24.647 and ETSI TS 183 043. 
· A consistent, maintainable solution of PES (including AoC extended XML) can only be granted when PES standards are only maintained by ETSI TISPAN.

· Several 3GPP specifications already do refer to (even older!) specifications of other standardization bodies (ETSI, ANSI, ITU-T). Examples are TS 22.115 and TS 24.229. 
Thus, Deutsche Telekom and Orange recommend to add the support of AoC Extended XML to TS 32280 by referring to the protocol specification from TISPAN. We also recommend to avoid Stage 3 changes in 3GPP CT1 due to the reasons mentioned above.

Detailed proposal

In order to add PES support to AoC service in IMS, it is proposed to implement the Change request proposed by S5-101689.
