Rationale

The typical naming of IOCs in Network Resource Models is that only the first letter of the function name is written with capital letters. This rule is used in e.g. TS 32.732, TS 32.632, etc. There typical example could be e.g. for the SGSN where the IOC name is named as SgsnFunction.
In TS 32.752 many function is named with capital letters (i.e not only the first letter) e.g. MMEFunction.

Nowhere in TS 32.15x specification written clearly what is the rule of IOC naming in this regard. 

With this document we would like to raise this issue and request a guidance what should be the correct rules for naming IOCs in NRM specifications.
