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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 are currently specifying the ‘Logged MDT’ functionality in order to minimise drive testing effort. This functionality requires UE to make measurements in IDLE state at points in time when configured conditions are satisfied and to store those measurements in logs for reporting to an eNB/RNC at a later point in time. The logged information is expected to include available location information (possibly GPS location information) for each measurement taken and also the time at which the measurement was logged. It is to be noted that the logging duration can be in the order of hours and hence MDT log might contain location information of UE over such time periods. 
At RAN2#70bis, the issue of how long UE should keep the MDT log after completion of logging was discussed. RAN2 agreed that the UE should keep the MDT log for at least 48 hours after the completion of the MDT logging or up to retrieval of MDT log, if that is earlier. The intention is to give enough opportunity for UE to indicate to the network that an MDT log is available and/or network to retrieve the MDT log during this time However, there is no requirement for UE to keep or delete the MDT log after 48 hours.
RAN2 kindly asks SA3 to provide their opinion on whether there is a  security concern with UE not clearing an MDT log (containing location information of the UE and related time information) after 48 hours of completing the logging activity.
