Subject: Update on TR-196 data model work

Dear Mr. Toche:

Broadband Forum BroadbandHome WG has been working on the update of the Femtocell Access Point service data model defined in TR-196. We have been working to incorporate both the errata and clarifications requested by SA5 for the existing HNB data model as well as the new data model proposals we received earlier in the year from 3GPP (LTE HeNB) and 3GPP2 (CDMA2000 FAP).  One of the challenges BBHome WG has been facing is the issue of maintaining the overall integrity of the data model while ensuring flexibility so that any product variations, including multi-radio-technology femtocell, will be possible.  
We have recently completed our analysis and discussion on this front and have reached a technical agreement for how to best address this issue. The approach will require some re-structuring of the data model as currently defined in TR-196.  In the meantime, we also want to ensure a timely publication of the HNB-related changes that SA5 has requested via liaison. 
Based on the above, we would like to discuss with you the following:

1. Strategy on defining multi-radio-technology Femtocell Access Point service data model and alignment on the data model roadmap.  This will allow us to incorporate HeNB requirements as communicated to us from SA5 (as well as CDMA 2000 requirements as communicated to us by 3GPP2).
2. Ballot schedule of TR-196 Amendment 1, and request for review by SA5 members.  This document will focus on the various HNB-only changes requested by SA5.
We believe that it would be best to discuss these points by a joint conference call. 
We have also received your LS regarding the disposition of the LIPA object indicating your willingness to have further discussion on a conference call.  We would like to use the same conference call to find a timely resolution to the LIPA matter. 
We would like to propose the call to be held on Thursday, August 26, at 7 AM US PDT, 3PM BST, 4PM CET.  Details of the call will be coordinated through the liaison contact, Jaume Rius i Riu to communicate information to members of both organizations to ensure timely confirmation and participation.
